Types of Reinforcers

1. Primary

· innate

· biological needs are satisfied

· e.g. food, water, avoidance of pain

2. Secondary

· learned

· a stimuli gains its reinforcing power by its association with primary reinforcers

· e.g. money, good grades, praise, smile

Reinforcers may be immediate or delayed. We are often torn between immediate and delayed gratification.
